Prafulla Athalye is one of the leading Tabla players of India and is one of the most senior disciples of tabla maestro late Ustad Allarakha. Prafulla started taking his initial training from Shri. Vasant Vishnupurikar when he was 6 years old. After studying first 5 years from him, he studied 14 years from Ustad Allarakha and currently, Prafulla is studying under his son, Tabla Maestro Ustad Zakir Hussain and Pandit Arvind Mulgaonkar. Prafulla gave his first Tabla solo performance at the age of 11. He has performed number of times on All India Radio as well as many television channels. Prafulla has given many public performances (solo as well as accompaniment) at Various Music Festivals & programmes in different parts of India as well as UK, Europe, Gulf and East Asian countries. He has played tabla for several TV commercials as well as with the famous singer Hariharan for the Malayalam film Magalka. Prafulla has also played  tabla for many albums which include Ustad Taufiq Qureshi’s “Redhun” and “Colours of Rajasthan”. He had an honor to accompany some of the stalwarts of Indian Classical Music such as Ustad Allarakha, Ustad Zakir Hussain, Pt. Jasraj (vocal), Pt. Birju Maharaj (kathak), Pt. Buddhadev Dasgupta (Sarod), Pt. Ratnakar Pai (vocal), Pt. Manohar Chimote (Samvadini) , Pt. Ajay Pohankar (vocal),  Pt. Nayan Ghosh (sitar), Pt. Tarun Bhattacharya (Santoor), Smt. Uma Dogra (kathak), Pt. Basant Kabra (sarod), Ustad Siraj Khan (sitar), Pt. Pradeepkumar Barot (sarod),  Pt. Nityanand Haldipur (flute), Shri. Luis Banks (Keyboard), Shri. Ranjeet Barot (Drums), and many others.





Jeffrey Rodgers has been playing the tabla since 1974. His long years of devotion to practice and perfection show in his precision, passion and tone - every note crystal clear.  He studied under Surendrenath Jena. In 1981 he was fortunate to become the student of the late great tabla maestro Ustad Alla Rakha, and continued to study with his son, Ustad Zakir Hussein, in California and Bombay, India. He has performed with many Indian Music Artists throughout the U.S.A and Canada, and gives private lessons, lecture/demos, and workshops in schools and Universities throughout the Midwest. 





Ty Burhoe has been a disciple of the great tabla maestro, Ustad Zakir Hussain, since 1990. Ty is known for his sensitive accompaniment and melodious style. While his intense study of the classical tradition and his touring as a classical accompanist continues to grow, he is also internationally recognized for being instrumental in creating unusual collaborations that weave tabla with many other musical traditions. Ty works with a broad range of artists including Ustad Zakir Hussain, Art Lande, Krishna Das, Curandero (Miguel Espinoza), Ustad Sultan Khan, Bela Fleck, Kitaro, Rick Alan (Def Leapard), Howard Levy, Walter Becker (Steely Dan), and many more. 





Roshan Jamal stems from a long lineage of great sitar maestros. His father, Jamal Udin Bhartiya is a famed senior student of Pandit Ravi Shankar. Roshan has a deeply spiritual influence and explores the music with both a sense of inspiration and playfulness. He has been playing sitar from a very early age and began his professional touring career even as a teenager. He has spent many years composing music for many of India’s great films in Bombay and has toured across the world. Roshan Jamal has also taught many students around the world. He spent many years teaching at his father’s music school in Holland. He has been brought to the US many times as senior instructor for schools and private classes. His musical touch is also often called for in the recording industry for not only the traditional sound but for western fusion Cds and DVDs.
